WHAT WE DO
Our mission is to advance K-12 educational freedom, with a focus on securing financial support for families
so they may access the quality education of their choice. 

Scholarships are provided for up to 75% of private school
tuition, or a maximum of $3,000, $4,000, or $5,000
depending on where the family falls within the Poverty
Guidelines (see chart). Families are responsible for
working out a payment plan with the school for the
remainder of the tuition. Scholarships will be capped at
35% of school enrollment. 

Scholarships are based solely on family income. See the chart to reference the 2025 Federal Poverty
Guideline (FPG) and to check financial eligibility including both taxable and nontaxable (SNAP, TANF, SS, etc.)
income.

ACE Scholarships is the administrator of the Cornerstone Education Scholarship, a program funded in part
by Mountaire. ACE Scholarships was founded in 2000 to provide children from lower-income families with
equal access to quality schools. Over the course of our 25 years across the nation, ACE has provided more
than 94,000 scholarships totaling over $257 million. ACE has established partnerships with over 1,100
schools in 12 states.

DOES THE ACE SCHOLARSHIP FOLLOW MY CHILD?

HOW DO I APPLY?

WHICH SCHOOLS PARTICIPATE?

*It is imperative that the application is submitted and
complete in order for your child to remain on scholarship.

If your child(ren) are awarded a scholarship, those funds are portable during the school year and may be
used at any partner school. So if the school you select ends up not being the right fit, you can transfer your
child(ren) to another ACE partner school, and the scholarships go with them. 

Please see a list of the 30 current partner schools on page three. Each of the schools has its own admission
requirements, and awarding of the scholarship does not guarantee school acceptance. 

1.  If you’re uncertain, but think you may qualify, please go ahead 
    and apply! Refer to the financial guidelines listed in the chart 
    on the front.

2. Identify the right ACE partner school for your child.

3. Complete the school’s application and enrollment process for
your child. If the school you are applying to also uses FACTS for
their school application, you will use your same FACTS
username to apply to both ACE as well as the school. You must
use the same FACTS username as the previous school year and
complete an application for ACE Scholarships separate from
your school application. If the school you are applying to does
not use FACTS for their school application, you must still use
the same FACTS username as the previous school year.

4. Answer all application questions and submit.  

The application is completed on a website
called FACTS.

*All applications must be complete and
submitted by 11:59 PM Eastern time on
Tuesday, April 15th, 2025. The application
window(s) is the only time when requests for
students to receive a Cornerstone
Educational Scholarship will be accepted
and considered.
